OF THE 2010 CAREG SELECTION COMMITTEE 

The Association of Universities and Colleges of Canada (AUCC) in collaboration with the Association of African Universities (AAU) is seeking one Canadian academic/university administrator and one African academic/university administrator to serve on the 2010 Canada-Africa Research Exchange Grants (CAREG) Selection Committee. Mandate 

The Selection Committee has the mandate to: 

· Review applications submitted to the 2010 CAREG program and rank them on the basis of merit against the selection criteria; 

· Recommend to AUCC and the International Development Research Centre (IDRC) which proposals best meet the selection criteria and are thus deserving of financial support; 

· Provide written and oral feedback on each submission; 

· Provide general feedback to AUCC and IDRC regarding the pilot CAREG program.

Composition 

The Selection Committee is comprised of five members: 

· Three from IDRC’s regional offices in Africa; 

· One from an AUCC member institution; and 

· One from an African Association of Universities (AAU) member institution.

The Selection Committee members from the Canadian and African institutions serve in a personal capacity and not as representatives of their institutions. 

Selection Committee Member Profile 
The selection of the Canadian and African institution members will be based on the criteria outlined below. 
Full-time academics or university administrators with: 

· a doctorate and working for a member institution of AUCC or AAU;
· extensive African research experience;
· ability to understand written and oral English and French; and
· general knowledge of IDRC’s research themes.
In addition, they must be available to review CAREG proposals during the month of July 2010 and participate in the Selection Committee meeting to take place via teleconference the last week of July 2010.

Honorarium 

The Canadian and African institution Committee members will each receive an honorarium of CAN $750 in total for completion of the full mandate.
